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Pathways

e The Triple Science Pathway allows students to study the science
separately. They will also have to study at least one Humanities
or Language. We strongly recommend that you do both a
Humanities and a Language.

e The EBacc Pathway supports students who have been identified
as being particularly good at MFL and Humanities and are not
taking Triple Science.

e The Open Pathway gives students a wider choice. They will have
to study at least one Humanities subject or MFL but the rest is
open to them.

e The Core Pathway allows similar progression to that of The Open
Pathway but is one less GCSE.
