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We provide a broad and balanced curriculum that offers all students the 
opportunity to succeed in the workplace and society of the 21st century. 
We teach students the skills to be effective learners and encourage in 
them a love of learning that they will foster throughout their life.

A dedicated team of professional, skilled and well qualified teachers and 
associate staff provide outstanding learning experiences for students. 
Students are encouraged to be curious, independent learners supported 
at home by parents and carers who play a critical part in their development 
towards becoming responsible young citizens. The school has invested 
significantly in developing the quality of the learning environment, 
refurbishing the interior and exterior of the buildings so that it provides an 
inspirational, welcoming ethos where success is openly celebrated.

The Sixth Form has its own identity 
but the students play a significant role 
as leaders within our wider school 
community as Prefects, House Captains, 
Sports Leaders and role models.

For me, Vyners was more than a mere education facility. It was a community of friendly 
students and staff committed to helping me develop as an individual. This began in 
Year 7, when the teachers helped stretch my understanding beyond the reaches of the 
curriculum, and continued all the way through sixth form, with staff who went above 
and beyond to nurture my love of the subjects. The outstanding example of this was 
when I was given a great deal of support with my (subsequently successful) application 
to read Philosophy, Politics and Economics at Oxford.
