Guidance). Students in Year 9 receive careers advice
prior to making option choices for Key Stage 4. CEIAG
lessons are provided for KS4 and 5 students. All Year
11and Sixth Form students are offered interviews to
help them decide their future. Our Careers Advisor
attends parents’ evenings and assemblies to advise
on the choice of options available to students.

Students are encouraged to use the extensive CEIAG
Services and to consult Careers Staff; parents are
welcome by arrangement. Mrs Harvey oversees the
Work-Related Learning programme.

Health Education

A co-ordinated programme of sex education,
both formal and informal, is delivered to all
students when appropriate. Itis related to the
age and gender of students. Itis dealt withina
sympathetic and sensitive manner, with group
discussions taking place in an atmosphere of
mutual trust, respect and confidence. Students
are encouraged to take responsibility for their
own behaviour and moral viewpoint.
