Introduction:

This information booklet is designed to support students and parents in the lead up to
exams. Students should use the subject specific pages to help them to plan their revision,
using the interactive revision timetable that has been made for them on Google Classroom.

Effective Revision Strategies

Retrieval Practice: This is one of the most effective strategies and involves actively
generating answers to questions through past papers, multiple-choice tests, flashcards,
or mind maps.

Spacing: Instead of cramming, students should learn small amounts of information
regularly. This approach helps transfer information from short-term to long-term memory.
Interleaving: This involves mixing up topics within a subject rather than "blocking" them.
It helps students make links between different topics and better identify effective thought
processes for various problems.

Study Partners: A good study partner should be motivated and hard-working, as this
can increase a student's own work ethic. Working together on problem-solving can also
speed up learning through shared feedback.

Planning and Preparation

Revision Timetable: Use your individual revision timetable (on your Tutor Google
Classroom) to plan time for all subjects, prioritising topics you have flagged as most
challenging. The plan should be printed and kept in a visible place.

Balance and Breaks: Include time for rest, relaxation, and sports in the schedule. Take
regular 5-minute breaks during 60-minute sessions, as concentration often wanes after
30 minutes.

Study Space: Work in a silent, clear space free from distractions like music or phones.

Well-being: Sleep and Exercise

Sleep: Crucial for learning, students should stop working and avoid screens at least an
hour before bed. An early night before an exam is more productive than late-night
cramming.

Exercise: It is important to continue with sporting activities and clubs during the exam
period to maintain well-being.

How Parents Can Help

Minimise Distractions: Parents can assist by ensuring phones are kept out of reach
during study sessions.

Active Testing: Parents can help with retrieval practice by testing students using
flashcards or printing out past paper questions.

Emotional Support: Provide realistic expectations and social support to reduce stress.
Viewing mistakes as learning opportunities helps develop a growth mindset

Examining Body: EDEXCEL (Fine Art)

The Art Department aims to increase visual awareness, to develop technical ability in a variety of
media, and to encourage creative and imaginative responses to the environment. There are four
basic areas you should demonstrate proficiency in: Painting, Drawing (from both primary and
secondary sources, which involves a variety of different media and materials to be explored), Print
(Methods such as mono-printing, lino-printing, and collage should be investigated.), and Digital
Media (The use of photography and software such as Photoshop). You will be assessed on your
ability to generate and develop ideas, refine ideas through experimentation, research, and record,
produce, and present work. Visits to galleries should be evident in your work.

Coursework: (60%)

In Year 10 you will develop your art skills and ideas in preparation for producing a body of work for
the end-of-year assessment. This will comprise of a body of work to be conducted after May half
term in Year 10, lasting through to the end of the Autumn term in Year 11. You will be required to
submit one unit of coursework, which will comprise a number of pieces of work based around
multiple themes. This will give you the opportunity to show examiners the full range of your work
and abilities. You will be assessed on your coursework, the timed test, and, importantly,
preparation work for the timed test. Coursework is worth 60% of your final grade.

Final Examination: (40%)

A 10-hour timed test. For this timed test, you are given a theme (8 school weeks in advance),
which is set by the exam board in January of Year 11. You are expected to develop a body of work
exploring different media and techniques in consultation with the teacher. The preparation work
that you use to produce the final outcome will count for the majority of your total marks.

Revision Strategies:

Effective GCSE Design and Technology (DT) revision requires mastering core technical principles
(materials, processes), practicing 15% maths content, and honing exam technique via past papers.
Use active recall methods like flashcards, "blurting," and creating sketches for product analysis.
Focus on exam board specification.

Key Revision Strategies

e Active Recall & Flashcards: Use Seneca Learning or flashcards for key terms, materials, and
processes.

e Past Papers & Mark Schemes: Practice questions from BBC Bitesize or Save My Exams to
understand, not just memorize, the mark schemes.

e Mathematical Skills: Roughly 15% of the paper requires math; practice calculations related to
materials and measurements.

e Exam Technique: Focus on long-answer questions (12-15 marks) by breaking down the
prompt.

e Keywords: Use specific, technical terminology in answers rather than generic descriptions.

e The use of Cornell Notes - = Cornell Notes - Effective Revision

Core Content Areas

e Materials: Understand properties and applications (e.g., timbers, metals, polymers, textiles).

e Manufacturing Processes: Know techniques like injection molding, 3D printing, and jointing
methods.

e Design Movements: Study key designers and styles.

e Environmental/Social Impact: Understand sustainability, lifecycle assessment, and smart
materials.

The PEEL Structure in D&T
e Point (P): Make a clear statement about a design choice, material, or process.
e Evidence (E): Back it up with data, user feedback, tests, or technical specs.

e Be confident of the skills you need for these different questions by using the Paper 1 and
Paper 2 Skills Check Lists and the AQA Guidance Booklet. All of these resources can be
found on the Google Classroom: English Language GCSE.

e Get exam it by under-taking the Weekly Training Programme (this is also on the English
Language Google Classroom).

e |f SPaG lets you down, work on spelling, punctuation and sentence structure - ‘little and
often’ is the best approach to master the spelling of tricky words and accuracy within
sentences.

e Using a wide range of vocabulary, punctuation and sentence structures is a key part of
both writing tasks. Read a wide range of fiction and non-fiction texts so that you are able to
write like a reader and read like a writer. This approach will also help you feel confident about
the reading sources.

e Do not be tempted to listen to TikTok ‘experts’. Over the last couple of years, our students have
made the mistake of listening to the advice given in social media videos which led to them
making mistakes in exams. Using our genuine expertise as AQA examiners, we have recorded
our own videos for the most tricky questions, via Loom, and have posted them on the English
Language Google Classroom.

Support Available:

Intervention Lessons - use the Week A sessions to ask your teacher for specialist advice geared
to the level you're working at.

Intervention Sessions - by invitation only and runs before and after school (Mrs Nichols and Sixth

targeted at the grade your child is aiming for.

e Physics and Maths Tutor: This is a goldmine for Maths revision notes and topic-based
practice questions.

e 1stClassMaths : This site has a good bank of practice questions for your child to practice
individual topics and provides practice papers with video solutions to explain each question.

Note on Social Media: Be wary of "predicted paper" videos on TikTok or YouTube. While
they can be helpful for general practice, they often guess incorrectly. It is much safer for
students to use the official AQA practice papers provided on Google Classroom and
papers given as part of homelearning.

Revision Strategies:

e Timed Practice: Help set up timed practice sessions at home (90 minutes per paper) to
improve pace and stamina.

e Revision Schedules: Balance time between the five key areas (Number, Algebra, Ratio,
Geometry, and Data).

e Explain the Method: Encourage them to explain their working out to you. If they can teach you
the method, they truly understand the concept.

e GCSE Mathematics Support

e Mathematics is a practice-based subject. Students succeed by doing, not just reading.

e Learning from Mistakes: The most vital step of trial exams is the "fix-it" phase. Students should
use their QLA (Question Level Analysis) sheets to identify specific topics (e.g., Negative
Indices or Circle Theorems) that need focused work.




The "Non-Calculator" Hurdle: Paper 1 requires strong mental arithmetic and written methods.
Encourage your child to practice basic numeracy (times tables, long division, fraction
arithmetic) without reaching for a phone or calculator.

Essential Equipment: a full geometry set (compass, protractor, ruler) and a reliable Scientific
Calculator (the school recommends the Casio ClassWiz). Be familiar with your own calculator
long before the exam.

Formulae Memorisation: Whilst formulae sheets will be provided for students, it is still useful
for students to memorise key formulae (Area of a Trapezium, Pythagoras' Theorem,
Trigonometry ratios SOH CAH TOA, and the Quadratic Formula).

Language of Maths: Many marks are lost because students don't understand command words
like "Prove," "Show that," or "Estimate." Discuss what these words mean in a mathematical
context—for example, "Estimate" always means rounding to 1 significant figure first.

Examining Body: AQA (Photography)

Coursework: (60%)

In Year 10 you will develop basic and fundamental photographic skills, developing a body of work
for the end of year assessment.

You will explore Portraiture in the first project which runs into a second project about “Identity”. Your
final project which is the largest is chosen and proposed by yourself and lasts through to the end of
the Autumn term in Year 11. You will be trained on Photoshop, Lightroom, Premiere pro, Photopea,
Photography studio lighting, DSLR cameras and 35mm film darkroom. This will give you the
opportunity to show examiners the full range of your work and abilities. You will be assessed on
your coursework, the timed test and, importantly, preparation work for the timed test. Coursework is
worth 60% of your final grade and the Exam is 40%.

Final Examination: (40%)

A 10-hour timed test. For this timed test you are given 7 themes set by the exam board in January
of Year 11, of which you will select one (8 school weeks in advance). You are expected to develop
a body of work exploring different techniques and ideas in consultation with the teacher. The
preparation work that you use to produce the final outcome will count for the majority of your total
marks.
