As a school we do not 
condone this type of behaviour and take these matters incredibly seriously - ‘banter’ is often a 
route cause of upset or hurt which oversteps the line whereby Protected Characteristics are then 
used as a target. Please discuss this issue with your child and reiterate our message about being 
kind and not using any offensive language towards one another.  

However, there is plenty of excitement in the air as we look forward to the upcoming Year 8 
team-building activity day that has been planned for the students (Wednesday 8th July). It 
promises to be a fantastic opportunity for them to celebrate their hard work together before the 
summer break.
